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Background
The wearing of school uniform can play a valuable role: by setting an appropriate tone; installing pride; supporting positive behaviour and discipline; encouraging identity with, and support for, the school ethos; ensuring pupils of all races and backgrounds feel welcome; protecting children from social pressures to dress in a particular way; and, nurturing cohesion and promoting good relations between different groups of pupils. We also believe that school uniform supports effective teaching and learning. The wearing of school uniform promotes a school identity that supports high standards and provides a sense of belonging for pupils as well as promoting harmony and equality.
In drawing up this policy the school has ensured that the policy is fair and reasonable and that the uniform requirements are practical, comfortable and appropriate and represent value for money for families. The school has also considered the impact of wearing the specified uniform on the health, safety and security of the pupils.
Health and Safety
The school considers it reasonable to ask that long hair be tied back for health, safety and hygiene reasons. Hair accessories should be discreet and reflect the school colours ie maroon and silver. Pupils are not permitted to wear jewellery of any type as it can pose risk of injury through becoming caught on other items in school. The wearing of properly fitted, leather school shoes will minimise the risk of injury occurring when moving around the school building, climbing and descending stairs and when traveling through and playing in, our outdoor areas.
PE
A change of clothing for PE is important for reasons of hygiene and to ensure that the clothing is suited to the physical activity being undertaken. PE clothes should be taken home regularly for washing purposes. Rubber-soled PE shoes are specified for health and safety reasons and also for the protection of our Hall floor.
